Tempe based filmmaker, Roze of Gas Mask Films, just returned home from the Cannes international Film Market with his

latest film entitled, Deadfall Trail. The film is about three men, John, Julian and Paul, who enter the Kaibab National Forest

for a three-week survival trip. The only items they take with them are a knife, a bottle of water and garbage bag each. A

week into their journey a disastrous turn of events changes everything and the men are forced to confront the darkest

corners of their morality. Battling the elements and each other, the quest becomes making it out of the forest alive.

“The film was well received at the Cannes Film Market, but we are not releasing the film until after a world premier

screening,” says Roze, “There are many international film festivals we are considering.”

Roze teamed up with the Phoenix-based production company, True Story Films, to make the movie. “We planned from the

beginning to shoot the entire film in Arizona because of cast, crew and locations,” says Cary Truelick of True Story Films.

“For the three weeks we shot in Parks, Arizona we really became a part of their community,” says Roze, “We do things

differently here. Arizona really supports its indie filmmakers.”
